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Abstract

The abstract is to be in fully justified italicized text, at the top of the left-hand column as it is here, below the author information. Use the word “Abstract” as the title, in 12-point Times New Roman, boldface type, centered relative to column, initially capitalized. The abstract is to be in 10-point, single-space typed it is recommended that your abstract contains 150~200 words. Leave two blank lines after the abstract, the beginning of the main text. All manuscripts must be in English and checked by using English (U.S.) dictionary.

1. Introduction

Contributed papers are limited to 10 pages including all figures and tables. Papers should be submitted by e-mail only. This guideline includes complete descriptions of the fonts, spacing and related information for producing your proceedings manuscripts. Please follow them, and if you have any questions, direct them to conference secretariat.
“Track changes” has been turned OFF and “Comments” have been removed.

Each paper must be divided into two parts. The first part includes the title, authors’ name, abstract and keywords. The second part is the main body of the paper.

2. Formatting Your Paper

All printed material, include text, illustrations, and charts, and must be kept within a print area as followings:

Bottom margin
2 cm
Do not write or print anything outside the print area. 

3. Main Title


The main title (on the first page) should begin 2.5 cm from the top edge of the page, centered, and in Times New Roman 14-point, boldface type. Title should be written in UPPERCASE. Leave two blank lines after the title.

4. Author Name(s) and Affiliation(s)


Author names are to be centered beneath the title and printed in Times New Roman 11-point, non-boldface type. Multiple authors may be shown in single column. Affiliations, country, telephone number and e-mail addresses are indicated as footnotes in the first page, in Times New Roman 10-point below, not bold. Follow the author information by two blank lines before the word “Abstract”.
5. Second and Following Pages


The second and following pages should begin 2 cm from the top edge. On all pages, the bottom margin should be approximately 2 cm from the bottom edge of the page for A4 paper.

6. Type-style and Fonts


For the paper, Times New Roman is used. Do not use bit-mapped fonts.

7. Main Text


Type your main text in 10-point Times New Roman, single-spaced. Do not use double-spacing. All paragraphs should be indented 1 pica (approximately 1/6-inch or 0.17-inch or 0.422 cm). Be sure your text is fully justified; that is, flush left and flush right. Please do not place any additional blank lines between paragraphs.

8. First-order Heading

For example, “1. Introduction”, should be Times New Roman 12-point. Initially capitalized, flush left, with one blank line before, and one blank line after. Use a period (“.”) after the heading number, not a colon. Note also, that headings should NOT be orphaned at the bottom of pages – it's better to leave a bigger bottom margin.

Do not use MS Word preset headings.

8.1 Sub Headings

As in this heading, they should be Times New Roman 11-point boldface, initially capitalized, flush left, with one blank line before, and one after.

8.1.1 Sub-subheading

As in this heading, they should be Times New Roman 10-point boldface, initially capitalized, flush left, with one blank line before, and one after.

Minor headings

You can use this style for minor sub-sections regardless of the level of the immediately preceding heading. Note that there is no 'space (gap)' after the minor heading. It is italicized 10-point Times New Roman font.

Emphasized paragraph introduction: if you wish to use a key word or phrase to emphasize the introduction to a particular paragraph, then use italics followed by a colon. 

9. Page Numbering


DO NOT NUMBER YOUR PAGES.

10. Illustrations, Graphs, and Photographs


All graphics should be centered. Your artwork must be in place in the article (preferably printed as part of the text rather than pasted up). If you are using photographs and able to have halftones made at a print shop, use a 100-line or 110-line screen. If you must use photos, they must be pasted onto your manuscript. Use rubber cement to affix the halftones or photos in place. Black and white, clear, glossy finish photos are preferable to color. Please remember that the proceedings book is to be published in black and white. Supply the best quality photographs and illustrations possible. 
10. 1 Figures and Tables

Figures and tables must be numbered separately. For example: “Figure 1. Database Contexts”, “Table 4. Input data”. Figure captions should be below the figures and be centered; table captions should be above the tables and be aligned left.
This is an example of the figure.

All text in the tables are to be written in 9-point Times New Roman font.

10.2 Equations

Equation numbers should be Arabic numerals enclosed in parentheses on the right-hand margin. They should be cited in the text as, for example, Eq. (1), or Eqs. (1) ~ (3). Equations start from the left on the column. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence. For example,
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12. Full Paper Submission


As regard the word processing software, MS-Word is recommended. We ask the authors to send MS-Word manuscript file including figures and tables. The local characters and local fonts must not be used in the manuscript. Your paper must be submitted in DOC format (MS-Word 6.0 or higher).

13. Conclusion


The next step after submitting a full paper is a preparation for presentation, although more details will be informed to you via e-mail or website please keep in mind the following preparation.
14. References Within the Text


For citations of references in the text, author name(s) and year have been used and placed in parentheses, e.g., (Moore, Buttner, & Rosen, 1992). Page numbers have been included in references to direct quotes, e.g., (Moore, Buttner, & Rosen, 1992: 4).

15. References

All references: 

· Are in Times New Roman 10pt. 
· Appear alphabetically by author’s last name

· Are separated by a blank line between entries

· Are not numbered

· To journals, books, etc. are italicized.
